Alive in Christ deepens children’s experience of faith through song, with two unique 
components to meet diverse needs and developmental models. In some cases, this 
music is referenced. 

 
Our Sunday Visitor has partnered with Oregon Catholic Press to provide music for 
children and catechists. This includes the Alive in Christ theme song and age-
appropriate music for each grade at varying steps of the catechetical process.

A. Because of Alive in Christ’s approach to its scope and sequence, which is 

structurally organized around seven foundational doctrines of the Church, many 
of the standards are presented at an earlier grade level and expanded in 
subsequent years, or will be treated at greater depth in a coming year. 

 
B. Alive in Christ School Edition contains an intentional use of activities to assess 

learning, aid in Understanding, reinforce concepts, and apply learning to the 
child’s life. In some cases, the activities are cited. Cross-curricular activities to 
integrate the faith in all aspects of curriculum are found on the Chapter 
Connections page of every chapter in the Teacher Edition.  

 
C. The Vocabulary references in Alive in Christ are named “Glossary of Catholic 

Faith Words,” and are cited in the sidebar and found in the Glossary of Catholic 
Faith Words in the Student Book. 
 

D. Our Catholic Tradition: Faith Basics is a reference section found in the back of the 
Student Book. This section is patterned on the Catechism of the Catholic Church 
and presents content divided into the four sections of We Believe, We Worship,

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We Live, and We Pray. This section is referenced in both the Student Text and 
Teacher Edition with suggestions to teach the content as part of the lesson. 

 
E. If a standard is not specifically presented in Alive in Christ, a suggestion may 

appear for the teacher about where it would be most appropriate to add this 
content in a lesson. 
 

F. In each grade level, Alive in Christ’s Teacher Editions present a developmental 
overview of a child at this age and discuss the content in relationship to the 
catechetical readiness of the child.     
 

G. The Big Question, which is often cited, is related to the chapter objectives and 
forecasts the learning in the unit. The Big Question is found on each Unit/ Our 
Catholic Tradition page.

ADDED REFERENCE: 
Angels 
The existence of the spiritual, non-corporeal beings that Sacred Scripture usually calls 
"angels" is a truth of faith. The witness of Scripture is as clear as the unanimity of Tradition. 
(CCC328) 
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St. Augustine says: "'Angel' is the name of their office, not of their nature. If you seek the 
name of their nature, it is 'spirit'; if you seek the name of their office, it is 'angel': from what 
they are, 'spirit', from what they do, 'angel.'" With their whole beings the angels are servants 
and messengers of God. Because they "always behold the face of my Father who is in 
heaven" they are the "mighty ones who do his word, hearkening to the voice of his word". 
(CCC329) 

As purely spiritual creatures, angels have intelligence and will: they are personal and 
immortal creatures, surpassing in perfection all visible creatures, as the splendor of their glory 
bears witness 

Christian doctrine thus teaches that the angels are spiritual beings who were created by God 
to serve Him. (CCC329) 

What is the purpose of the angels? The purpose of all of the angels is to serve God, praise 
God, worship God, and pray to God. In the process of serving God, they also protect us, pray 
for us, inspire us, encourage us, and guide us during our journey on Earth 
 
Devotions to the angels is an expression of faith in God’s enduring love and providential care 
extended to each person every day. 
 
Fallen Angels 

The Catechism of the Catholic Church asserts, "Behind the disobedient voice, opposed to 
God, which makes them fall into death out of envy. Sacred Scripture and the Church's 
Tradition see in this being a fallen angel, called 'Satan' or the 'devil'' No. 391).  

"The devil and the other demons were indeed created naturally good by God, but they 
became evil by their own doing." These angels irrevocably chose through their free will to 
rebel against God and not to serve Him. For this rebellion, they were cast into hell.  

In summary, God created the devil as good, God punished him for his sin, and God allows his 
present activity. The Catechism admits, "It is a great mystery that providence should permit 
diabolical activity, but 'we know that in everything God works for good with those who love

ADDED REFERENCE: 

Aquinas’s Five Proofs for the Existence of God  

The Summa Theologica is a famous work written by Saint Thomas Aquinas between AD 
1265 and 1274. It is divided into three main parts and covers all of the core theological 
teachings of Aquinas’s time. One of the questions the Summa Theologica is well known for 
addressing is the question of the existence of God. Aquinas responds to this question by 
offering the following five proofs:  

1. The Argument from Motion: Our senses can perceive motion by seeing that things act on 
one another. Whatever moves is moved by something else. Consequently, there must be a 
First Mover that creates this chain reaction of motions. This is God. God sets all things in 
motion and gives them their potential.  

2. The Argument from Efficient Cause: Because nothing can cause itself, everything must 
have a cause or something that creates an effect on another thing. Without a first cause, 
there would be no others. Therefore, the First Cause is God.  

3. The Argument from Necessary Being: Because objects in the world come into existence 
and pass out of it, it is possible for those objects to exist or not exist at any particular time. 
However, nothing can come from nothing. This means something must exist at all times. This 
is God.  

4. The Argument from Gradation: There are different degrees of goodness in different things. 
Following the “Great Chain of Being,” which states there is a gradual increase in complexity, 
created objects move from unformed inorganic matter to biologically complex organisms. 
Therefore, there must be a being of the highest form of good. This perfect being is God.  

5. The Argument from Design: All things have an order or arrangement that leads them to a 
particular goal. Because the order of the universe cannot be the result of chance, design and 
purpose must be at work. This implies divine intelligence on the part of the designer. This is 
God.

Conditions for gaining an indulgence 
The traditional norm is going to confession, receiving Holy Communion, and praying for the 
intentions of the pope, in order to gain a plenary indulgence, was 8 days before or after doing 
the prescribed work (counting the day of the work).
