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SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS

The Superintendent of Schools is appointed by the Bishop of Peoria and is accountable to the Bishop.  

The Superintendent of Schools is responsible for directing the Office of Catholic Schools and for implementing the policies for elementary and secondary schools. Per policy G-111, the Vicar General is the final arbitrator, in consultation with the Superintendent of Schools, on all matters of policy.
