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ROLE OF THE PARISH PRESENTER
Ideally, the Parish Presenter should be the catechumenate coordinator, i.e., the person who oversees the parish process.  However, it could be the pastor or another member of the parish team.
The Parish Presenter brings to the Cathedral:

     1.    The Parish Book of the Elect in which are written the names of the catechumens.  Even if                                                                                                                                                                                       the godparents signed the book, only the names of the catechumens are read aloud.
     2.      A list of the names of the candidates.

The Parish Presenters From All Parishes in attendance will be asked to:

     1.     Line up in the Lady Chapel, which is on the left side facing the altar;

     2.     Come to the microphone, in turn, and read the appropriate names;
     3.     Take place with their catechumens for the Act of Election.

FIRST PRESENTATION - that of the CATECHUMENS, begins by the Parish Presenter saying:
     The Parish of ________________ presents_________________(catechumens’ names).

As the Parish Presenter announces the name of each catechumen, the catechumen named moves to stand in the center aisle.  When finished reading all of the names, the parish presenter will take the Book of the Elect directly to the Bishop for him to sign.  The presenter will then join the catechumens from his/her parish in the center aisle, where all are to remain during the affirmation and questioning.

At the words of election by the Bishop, the Book of the Elect will be elevated by the presenter over the group.  As music is sung, each parish presenter will briefly introduce his/her catechumens to the Bishop (this is where nametags are helpful).  All return to their seats via the side aisles.

SECOND PRESENTATION – that of the CANDIDATES begins by Parish Presenter saying:
     The Parish of ________________presents________________ (candidates’ names).
As the Parish Presenter announces the name of each candidate, the candidate named moves to stand in the center aisle.  When finished reading all of the names, the parish presenter will join the candidates from his/her parish in the center aisle, where all remain during the affirmation and questioning. After
the Act of Recognition by the Bishop, music will be sung as each parish presenter briefly introduces his/her candidates to the Bishop; again, nametags are helpful here.  All return to their seats via the side aisles.
Note:  It is often useful to have godparents and sponsors prompt the catechumens and candidates on when to stand up and move.  This may help ease some of their nervousness.
